Tips and Tricks 
1. All projects completed on double pointed 

needles can be finished using the Magic Loop 
or 2-Circular needle method.  Try learning the 
method even before you start thinking about 
socks.  (Tops of hats, cuffs, and sleeves are 
great practice!) 

2. Most sweater patterns are made in pieces, 
(back, 2 fronts, 2 sleeves), and are knit from the 
bottom up.  Here is a common problem: you 
have finished your sweater, and it would be 
great if the garment length or sleeve length was 
just 1” longer!  Try this:  use a provisional cast 
on, and skip the ribbing initially – move right 
into your pattern.  Once you have completed 
your piece, you take out the provisional cast on, 
pick up your exposed live stitches and knit the 
ribbing last.  This way it is much easier to make 
adjustments to the total length without ripping 
out an entire piece. 

May’s Sweater Workshop 
This light-weight sweater is a 
MUST HAVE!  Several people 
have already tried on the sample 
garment in the shop, and have 
all loved how the garment fits.  
It truly is a sweater that looks 
wonderful on all shapes and 
sizes!  Top-down construction 
eliminates any sewing together,  
and we will cover how to alter the neck line to suit your 
personal taste.
