December’s Free Pattern 

Triangular  
Scarf 

This scarf is such a quick 
pattern that you can easily 
finish this nice accessory in 
one sitting.  It is a perfect 
complement to your 
Christmas or New Year’s 
outfit! 
 

 
Materials: 
1 skein Wild Thing by Plymouth  
       (lash yarn with a little ‘glitz’) or use a lash together with a 

knit along glitter 
Size 13 needles 
 

Pattern: 
Cast on 3 stitches. 
 
Row 1: Knit across all stitches then cast on 1 stitch at end of 

row. 
Repeat Row 1 until you have 30 stitches. 
 
Row 2: Increase first stitch (knit front and back), knit across 

all stitches then cast on 1 stitch at end of row. 
Repeat Row 2 until you have 72 stitches. 
 
Row 3: Increase 1st stitch and every following 4th stitch across 

row. 
 
Bind off LOOSELY. 

 

Tips and Tricks 
1. Re-counting your stitches when casting on is a 

common annoyance.  Placing a marker after every 
interval of 10 or 20 stitches while casting on makes 
re-counting much easier.  The markers can be 
removed when working your first row, and make 
getting the right stitch count the first time much 
easier. 

2. Every knitter should have a crochet hook – even if 
you don’t crochet.  They are very handy when fixing 
mistakes.  A good size to carry in your bag is in the 
range of D – F. 

3. Cylindrical toothbrush holder containers are a 
perfect size for holding crochet hooks. 

4. It has happened to everyone – you made a mistake in 
your knitting 20 rows ago.  If you can not fix it from 
where you are, you have to start ripping.  To make 
picking up those stitches easier (since you are 
already livid), try picking them back up with a 
smaller needle.  This will make picking them up 
much easier and will not affect your tension on that 
row.

Big Ball 

The name of this yarn says it all!  Your eye will not be 
able to miss these huge balls of yarn.  Not only are they 
fun to look at, but they are also fun to work with!  Use 

large needles on this super bulky yarn to whip out quick 
projects!  Big Ball is a soft polyacrylic from Schoeller 
Stahl, a German company, and is machine washable.
