Socks

Description:  Learn to knit socks using two circular 
needles.  There is nothing to loose!  Make the small 
class sock on yarn we provide to see if you like this 
new ventrue.  We will teach you about sock 
components, how to check your gauge, how to 
measure your foot, and more.  With the success of 
completing the small sock, we will be sure you will 
love getting started on a pair just for you! 

So, what is the big deal about these seemingly complex socks?  
Here are a few words that come to mind: 
Comfort – Socks are custom tailored to the length of your foot 
with no seams at your heel or toe. 
Style – You can suit your own taste.  Choose a bold striped 
patterning sock yarn to wear with a pair of great clogs, or a solid 
muted color that you can wear all the time. 
Individualized – Tiny tootsies to large foundations, skinny ankles 
to sturdy calves –make your socks to fit your shape. 
Durability – wash and wear again and again.  A recent customer 
brought in a pair of socks she has worn “very frequently in cool 
weather for over 9 years”, and they still are in great condition. 
 
Fun facts: 
·  The oldest surviving samples of hand knitted socks date from 

200 AD in Syria.   
·  Socks as we know them were probably perfected between 

500-1200 AD in the Arabic countries.   
·  Sock (stocking) knitting spread quickly through Europe, and 

silk stockings were prized possessions of royalty.   
·  Finer needles primarily from Spain and Italy created the 

ability to use smaller needles and finer yarn.   
·  By 1558 when Elizabeth I took the throne knitting was a 

widespread craft. 
·  When Mary Stuart, Queen of the Scots was executed in 

1586, she was wearing white knitted stockings held up by 
green garters. 

·  Knitted socks became a common wardrobe piece, and 
knitting socks and other garments became a source of 
livelihood. 

·  Sock knitting boomed during WWI when people sent knitted 
socks to the troops. 

 
Sock knitting methods: 
Double pointed needles – Use 4 or 5 double pointed needles in 
the round.  Each needle has an ‘assigned’ number in sock patterns 
using this method.  This is the traditional way to knit socks, but 
could be considered the most complicated. 
Two circular needles – Use 2 circular needles in the round.  With 
this method, the different sock components are easy to recognize, 
and it is easy to keep track of your pattern.  You can also knit 2 
socks at once with this method.  From our experience, this has 
been the preferred method and the easiest to learn with. 
The Magic Loop – Use 1 very long circular needle in the round.  
You only have to purchase one needle, and can also knit two 
socks at once if you so desire.

Flat Feet  

from Conjoined Creations 
These pre-knit panels are 
definitely one-of-a-kind.  
Each sock panel is hand 
dyed in colors and 
patterns that are all 
different.  Flat Feet make 
knitting socks even more 
fun!  Throw the panel 
over your shoulder (like a 
burp cloth), pull the 
waste yarn off one end of 
the panel, and begin 
knitting with the yarn.  
The panel 
literally unravels as you knit your sock.  When you 
reach the center division, you have completed one 
sock!  (These are perfect for the toe-up sock 
knitter!)  The yarn is kinked from being already 
knit, but is not difficult to work with, and smoothes 
with the first washing or blocking.  Come see a 
sample sock knitted and pick out the color panel 
you would like to try! 
 

If socks aren’t for you, you may want to consider 
knitting a lacey scarf or wrap out of this yarn.  
We’re sure you’ll find the colors irresistible! 

November’s Free Pattern 

 

Preemie  
Hat 

 
Materials: 
1 hank LOVE by Vickie Howell (makes 3-4 hats) 
Scrap yarn for embellishments 
Size 5 and 6 double pointed needles (dpns) 
 

Size: 
Stretches to fit up to 10” (12”) head 
25-30 week delivery (31-36 week delivery) 
 

Pattern: 
With smaller needles and LOVE, CO 40(48) sts.  Join in the 
round, being careful not to twist. 
Knit 1 round. 
Purl 1 round. 
Repeat last 2 rounds twice (6 rows total). 
Change to larger needles, and knit every round until piece 
measures 3” (3½)”. 
Next round:  *K3, k2tog.  Repeat from * to end. 30(36) sts. 
Knit 1(2) round(s). 
Next round:  *K2, k2tog.  Repeat from * to end. 20(24) sts. 
Knit 1 round. 
Next round: K2tog around.  10(12) sts. 
Repeat last row. 5(6) sts 
Cut yarn, leaving a 6”tail.  Run end through remaining stitches 
and pull tight.  Weave in all ends. 
 

Embellishments: 
Leaves (make 12) 
With crochet hook, chain 6.  Sc in second chain from hook, 
hdc in next ch, dc in next ch, hdc in next ch, sc in next ch.  Tie 
off.  Weave in one of the tails, leaving the other for attaching 
leaf to hat. 
Pair 2 leaves together, alternating which direction they face 
around perimeter of hat.  Pin in place, then sew in place.  
Make berries with embroidery needle, stitching 3 French knots 
per leaf pair.
