Tips and Tricks

- When knitting a project on circular needieghe
round there is often a gap between the first and last
stitch of your first row where you joined. To
minimize this gap (and help prevent twisting), initialy
cast on the required number of stitcpéss one For
the first row, join and work as usual to the last stitch
Work this final stitch together with the first stitch on
the second row (k2tog).

- A firm edge to your project is beneficial when
seaming together pieces and if your side edges are
exposed in your finished project (such as the sides
the scarf). To obtain a nice straight and firm edge,
simply slip the first stitch of every row and then
continue in pattern across the row.

- When washing your wool sweaters, don't fear the
washing machine. Use cold water, a mild detergent,
(such as Dawn dishwashing detergent) and add ¥|cup
of white vinegar if you are concerned that your colors
may bleed. Fill the washer with the detergent (and
vinegar) and then add your garment — you do not want
water to run directly onto your garment. Allow you
garment to soak and do not allow the washer to
agitate. Spin the soap water out, remove your
garment, and then allow the rinse water to fill the tyb.
Repeat the soaking and spinning. Lie flat to dry.

- To obtain a loose bind-off edge when knitting, knit
first two stitches of your bind off row together. Slip
this completed stitch on the right needle back to the
left needle. Knit 2 together again, then slip this
completed stitch back to the left needle. Repeat
across the row.
